5. Media Centre

The device supports UPnP and is DLNA-compatible.

» After a successful scan is done, select your UPnP server.

* The radio will show the media categories available from the UPnP server,
e.g. 'Music', 'Playlists’' etc.

My Playlist

You can make your own playlist for the UPnP music files. Choose and
highlight the song you want to add to playlist, press and hold the [ @@ ]
button or press the & button on remote, until the sign [+ appears.

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10. USB Playback
